FOREWORD

The 14th China (Guangzhou) International Financial Expo (hereinafter referred to as the "GIFE") was successfully held in Guangzhou from June 26 to

28, 2025. Centered on the theme "Financial Integration Expands Domestic Demand: Driving a New Industrial Pattern", the GIFE covered an exhibition area
of 20,000 square meters. A total of 312 participating organizations focused on key topics such as policy implementation, industrial synergy, and digital
transformation. Eight themed exhibition zones were set up, including Party Construction Achievements of Financial Institutions, Financial Communication
and Cooperation, and Banks and Insurance Companies, to showcase the latest achievements in financial innovation within the Guangdong—Hong
Kong—Macao Greater Bay Area (GBA). During the event, over 20 professional activities were jointly hosted by the organizing committee and various industry
associations and institutions. Total attendance reached 42,000. Nearly 200 journalists from national, industry-specific, local, and new media outlets attended
the Expo. On opening day, several print media outlets released special issues and reports. In total, around 100,000 news pieces were published across
platforms. Online video news and live-streams attracted over one million views, official new media platforms recorded over 100,000 reads, and a related
topic ranked sixth on Guangzhou's local trending list on Weibo. These efforts generated strong public engagement and broad social influence.

Strengthening Party Construction Leadership to Uphold the Political and People-Oriented Nature of Financial Work

At a seminar for provincial and ministerial-level officials on promoting high-quality financial development, General Secretary Xi Jinping emphasized the
importance of the Central Committee's centralized and unified leadership over financial work. He called for improvements to the Party-led financial
governance system, stronger Party building across the financial sector, and the faithful implementation of major policies and macroeconomic regulations. He
stressed that financial services must align with and support the Party's directives at all levels. At this year's GIFE, regulatory bodies including the Office of
the CPC Guangdong Provincial Committee on Financial Affairs, the Guangdong Branch of the People's Bank of China, the Guangdong Regulatory Bureau
of National Financial Regulatory Administration, the Guangdong Office of the China Securities Regulatory Commission, and the CPC Guangzhou Municipal
Committee on Financial Affairs, showcased their achievements in guiding high-quality financial development through Party leadership at the "Party
Construction Achievements of Financial Institutions" exhibition zone. A total of 57 banking institutions, including the Guangzhou branches of Industrial and
Commercial Bank of China, Bank of China, Postal Savings Bank of China, CITIC Bank, Industrial Bank, Ping An Bank, and the Guangdong branches of
Agricultural Bank of China, China Construction Bank, and Bank of Communications, as well as Bank of Guangzhou and Guangzhou Rural Commercial
Bank, highlighted the deep integration of Party building with business operations. Their exhibits focused on supporting the real economy, advancing the
GBA, and contributing to initiatives such as the "Hundred, Thousand, and Ten Thousand Project," all aligned with the national goal of building a strong
financial system.

Targeted Industry-Finance Integration to Empower High-Quality Development of the Real Economy

At the opening ceremony, five innovative financial services platforms were presented plaques: the Guangzhou Financial Hub Think Tank Alliance, the
Digital RMB Guaranteed Consumption Platform, the Guangzhou Bay Area International Restructuring Center, E Fund Management Fund Sales
(Guangzhou) Co., Ltd., and Guangzhou Healthcare Industry Investment Private Fund Management Co., Ltd. These developments mark significant progress
in Guangzhou's financial think tank development and digital economy applications. In the industry-finance integration segment, 51 major projects were
signed on-site, with a total investment exceeding RMB 71 billion. These projects span strategic emerging industries such as the low-altitude economy and
biomedicine, providing crucial capital support for Guangzhou's "12218" modern industrial system. The Expo also hosted five dedicated events to promote
industry-finance integration: a biomedical investment roadshow, the Guangdong Financial Services Conference for the "Hundred, Thousand, and Ten
Thousand Project," an M&A forum, a session on insurance asset management, and a seminar on supporting the green and environmental protection
industries. These initiatives fostered deeper integration between innovation and capital. Twenty-two financing projects were showcased through live
roadshows, with a combined funding need of RMB 2.918 billion. Forty-five projects reached preliminary investment agreements totaling RMB 250 million,
forming a full-cycle "showcase—matchmaking—implementation" service mechanism. Leading financial institutions, such as Guangzhou Finance Holdings
Group, GAC Group, GZCCI Group, Guangzhou Exchange Group, Yuexiu Group (including Yuexiu Capital Holdings and Chong Hing Bank), Guangdong
Ownership Trade Center, Zhuhai Huafa Investment Holdings Group, and Guangzhou Industrial Investment Holding Group, used the Industrial Finance
Themed Exhibition to highlight comprehensive Bay Area industrial coordination service models that span the entire development cycle.

Activating Capital Elements to Unleash Financial Market Innovation

The Guangzhou Futures Exchange participated for the fourth consecutive year, using physical exhibits of listed commodities like industrial silicon and
simulated trading experiences to highlight its role in serving the real economy of the Greater Bay Area. Nine Guangzhou-based futures firms, including
Huatai Futures, Zhongzhou Futures, Oriental Huijin Futures, Guantong Futures, HNA Futures, Miracle China Futures, Shengda Futures, Chang-An Futures,
and COFCO Futures, made a collective appearance. They co-hosted an industry forum on futures services for the real economy, showcasing the synergies
between the futures market and regional development. GF Securities marked its 14th consecutive year at the GIFE, joined by six wholly owned or controlled
subsidiaries, including GF Fund Management and E Fund (as an affiliated company). Yuekai Securities presented its "Yue Butler" wealth management

brand, supporting the development of new quality productive forces. Yuexiu Financial led the delegation of Guangzhou's local financial institutions.
Representative enterprises in microloans, pawn services, financial leasing, commercial factoring, and financing guarantees were showcased in the Local
Financial Services Zone, reflecting the city's multi-layered and distinctive financial ecosystem. In addition, Guangzhou officially released the 2024 White
Paper on Building a New Model for Special Asset Management, a landmark reform document setting a national benchmark in the special asset sector. It
provides a "Guangzhou Solution" for mitigating financial risk and revitalizing idle assets.

Deepening Greater Bay Area Integration to Foster a New Ecosystem of Regional Financial Cooperation

As the core engine of the GBA, Guangdong's financial innovation serves as a model for regional collaboration. This year's GIFE featured a Financial
Communication and Cooperation Themed Exhibition, highlighting development achievements in key areas such as the Guangdong-Macao In-Depth
Cooperation Zone in Hengqgin, Guangzhou Tianhe District, and Guangzhou Development District / Huangpu District. Consular officials from 25 countries,
including the UAE, Russia, ROK, and the United Kingdom, attended the GIFE. Representatives from the Hong Kong Trade Development Council and the
African General Member of Commerce also participated, along with delegations from 14 Chinese cities, including Suzhou and Xi'an. Yulin Financial
Investment Group, a key local financial platform, made its debut at the Expo, led by Cao Zhi, Member of the Standing Committee of the CPC Yulin Municipal
Committee and Vice Mayor. The delegation engaged in in-depth exchanges with GBA financial institutions to explore complementary advantages and
contribute to the national goal of building a strong financial system through enhanced regional synergy. For the tenth consecutive year, the Expo partnered
with Tsinghua University PBC School of Finance to host the keynote conference. Centered on the theme "New Industries, New Technologies, New Models,
New Drivers: Digital and Intelligent Driving High-Quality Development", the event featured renowned experts such as Ouyang Weimin and Wang Zhongmin,
who offered insights on digital and intelligent finance and inclusive finance, providing both theoretical and practical guidance for the future of finance in the
GBA.

Cultivating Financial Culture with Chinese Characteristics to Strengthen the Foundations of Financial Development

General Secretary Xi Jinping has emphasized the need to actively foster a financial culture with Chinese characteristics to promote high-quality
financial development. As a cultural highlight of the GIFE, the Golden Ram Financial Books Award has, to date, recognized 122 titles, 156 volumes, and
nearly 200 authors. The award jury includes 32 scholars and experts from research institutes, universities, and the financial sector. The 13th edition of the
awards was presented at the opening ceremony, which also launched a new "Golden Ram Campus Tour Series" initiative aimed at promoting academic
outreach and nurturing financial talent. A joint exhibition by 20 national financial museums offered immersive experiences through curated exhibits and
creative cultural performances. The Voices of Contemporary Finance showcase broke away from traditional static displays with performances such as
musical and stage productions. Lectures by numismatic experts explored the relationship between ancient financial instruments and national strategy,
underscoring the historical depth and cultural richness of finance in China.

Boosting Consumer Confidence and Livelihood Support to Strengthen the Foundation of Inclusive Finance

Aligning with the Guiding Opinions on Financial Support to Boost and Expand Consumption issued by the Central Bank and five other ministries, the
GIFE featured a range of public-oriented activities in the Digital RMB Consumption Zone, such as beverage purchases for RMB 0.1 and 50% discounts on
scenic attraction tickets, to enhance consumer experience. The unveiling of the Digital RMB Guaranteed Consumption Platform marked a proactive step in
mitigating risks associated with prepaid consumption models. Sales activities in the gold and jewelry zone and financial product promotions further unlocked
consumer potential. Institutions such as China Life and PICC Guangzhou showcased products in pension finance and property insurance, and hosted public
sessions on inclusive insurance offerings such as the "Sui Sui Kang" medical insurance program, demonstrating the stabilizing role of insurance in society.
In the Investment Advisory Zone, three institutions, including Guangzhou Institute for Investment Advisor, E Fund Investment Advisory, and Yingmi Fund,
presented intelligent advisory systems and organized a series of investor education activities, reinforcing Guangzhou's goal of becoming "China's leading
city for investment advisory services." Throughout the Expo, campaigns were also launched to raise public awareness about preventing illegal financial
activities and enhancing financial risk literacy.

As a key window into financial innovation in the GBA, the GIFE continues to serve as a strategic platform. Grounded in the cultivation of a financial
culture with Chinese characteristics and focused on deep industry-finance integration, it actively explores practical pathways to support the development of
new quality productive forces through capital activation and regional cooperation. The Expo aims to provide strong momentum for Guangdong's efforts to
build a powerful financial province and establish the GBA as an international financial hub. It also contributes valuable "Guangdong experience" to national
financial reform and development, showcasing the financial sector's political commitment and practical contributions in the new journey toward building a
modern socialist country.
